NUMBERS A COPY OF THE REGISTRATION PAPERS, A COPY OF THE NEGATIVE COGGINS AND $5.00 per NUMBER MUST BE ATTACHED TO COMPLETED MASTER REGISTRATION FORM (see additional form in newsletter) BEFORE A NUMBER WILL BE ISSUED. There will NO exceptions to this rule  Also need a signed release form.
If the pony/rider information is received by Judy Katzenberger the week before the show in which you need the number, the number fee will be $5.00 and will be sent to you before hand if time permits or given to you at the show. However, if a number has to be issued at a show, the cost will be $10/number issued.
The $5.00and $10.00 fee per number per year  is used to support the year-end awards.
STALL INFORMATION A CHECK FOR THE FULL AMOUNT OF STALLS REQUESTED MUST ACCOMPANY STALL RESERVATION FORM Postmarked 1 week prior to show. (See additional form in newsletter) STALL FEES WILL BE CHARGED IF A STALL HAS BEEN RESERVED AND NOT CANCELLED BY 6:00 p.m. on the Monday before the show. Jump Out Fee is $5 per Pony per day.
Shavings will be available to purchase at each show.   Shavings at West Salem, Marshfield and Custer  need to be pre-ordered and  will be locked. They will be available until 10:00 pm on the Friday prior to the show unless previous arrangements have been made with show chair.

NOVICE CLASSES:   Horse/Rider combination may not have won three firsts in that classification.
SPORTMANSHIP Any person acting or inciting or permitting any other to act in a manner contrary to the Rules of the POAC, or in a manner deemed unsportsmanlike, improper, unethical, dishonest, or intemperate, or prejudicial to the best interests of the POAC, shall be reported to the POAC and subject to disciplinary procedures. (Rule 8, A (1) Pages 19-20 of the 2008 POAC Official Handbook).
6 & under classes count for state points only, except for Leadline Horsemanship and Leadline Costume.  No rider may enter the same class in 6 & under and 8 & under.

Rule 99., Para. F: 8 & Under Walk/Trot Hunter Under Saddle and Western Pleasure: Any one exhibitor is not allowed to participate in both the traditional 3-gait 8 & Under Pleasure and the W/T Pleasure during the same show. However, it would be possible for an exhibitor to show 3-gait Western Pleasure and W/T Hunter Under Saddle or vice versa.

Rule 80, Para C. More Than One Rider Exhibiting a POA. 1. A pony may be ridden by more than one rider in a class, provided that the riders are in different age and/or sex divisions. (a). It must be specified on a POAC point designation sheet before the show begins from which age and/or sex division the pony will receive points or all points will be forfeited. The designation sheet must include the pony’s name, the riders names, and the name of each class entered.
